Board Director Segawa Taku-San, Executive
Director, Ms. Beryl Ma, and Ms. Bing Wang, Chair of
Industry Policy Advocacy Committee (IPAC) and
team together witnessed the signing.



Based on the trial run of PNECwater (Predicted No
Effect Concentration in water) in 2015, delegations
of each parties, signed MOU, which is to further
support industrial regulatory compliance with
Environmental Registration of Hazardous Chemicals
(Order NO.22, MEP). AICM shall collaborate with
MEP-SCC in terms of technical supports, relevant
international laws, rules, standards and best
practice experiences for enterprises in the process
of development of PNECwater; AICM shall calculate
the PNECwater and prepare the working guidance.

AICM Peer Review Reports Completed

AICM completed the Peer Review site visits of the
Minhang site of Clariant, the Zhangjiagang sites of
Dow and Wacker on June 16-18, 2015 and the
reports were issued in October 2015.

The peer review findings were based on the records
and evidences from Peer Reviewers who
participated in the site visits. AICM Responsible Care
Specialist combined all the findings of the reviewers
before completing the draft reports. Mr. Ken Tsang,
the China Advisor of Responsible Care Leadership
Group (RCLG) of International Council of Chemical
Associations (ICCA) and Mr. John Roche,
Responsible Care Head of the United Kingdom
Chemical Industry Association (CIA) who led the
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initial training reviewed these reports. These reports
were also distributed to the site leaders of the site
visited for their comments and the reports were
finalized when consensus were reached.

These three sites agreed with the Findings, which
were highlighted as “Requiring Actions” and
expressed their willingness to take measures for
improvement.

Following the initial trial runs, AICM has agreed to
continue promote peer review as the next step of
the verification process of the Responsible Care
Codes of Practice following self-assessment. The
rest of the AICM members are encouraged to enroll
in this verification program.

AICM Supported 3" Food Contact Material Safety Symposiums 2015
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On Dec. 10-11, 2015, AICM, as an event sponsor,
participated in 3rd Food Contact Material Safety
Sumposiums, 2015, which was organized by
National Reference Laboratory for FCM (Guangzhou,
Changzhou, Ningbo). More than 300 attendees from
home and aboard joined in the symposiums. More
than 40 representatives from AICM member
companies attended in this event.

The organizer invited well-known experts, scholars,
industry association and enterprise representatives



to give keynote lectures from China, America, EU,
Spain, Portugal etc other countries and regions,
which introduced FCM regulatory updates, research
achievements, practical experience and so on. On
behalf of AICM, Mr. Libin Huo, as Industrial Policy
Advocacy Committee assistant manager, shared
FCM Compliance regulation frame, experience and
challenges with all representatives, which focused

on publicity and training of FCM standards,
compliance review and difficulties encountered.

After the symposiums, all speakers and invited
attendees attended in a close-door meeting, which
in-depth exchange views on risk assessment and
compliance concerns.

From Oct 19t - Oct 23 and Nov.23— 27t 2015,
the HAZOP basic training program co - organized by
AICM and Xinzhuang Industrial Park was held at
Xin-Min Hi-Tech Park in Shanghai. AICM invited the
senior process safety expert Ms. Marie-Christine
Motton from Europe to deliver the training.
Xinzhuang Industrial Park provided the comfortable
classroom for this training.




The contents on the first five-day training included:
Combustions, Fire, Bleve, End of BLEVE -Beginning
of Boil OVER, Boil OVER, Gas explosion, Dust
explosion, Ignition sources, Leakage flow rate,
Atmospheric dispersion, Condensed phase explosion,
Thermal runaway, Toxicity, Pressure relief devices,
Instrumental safety devices, Operating range,
Exercises and so on. The contents on the second
five-day training included HAZOP method, HAZOP
implementation and Case study based on synthetic
PID. More than 30 process safety engineers and
EHS engineers from AICM member companies and

35 experts from Xinzhuang Industrial Park
companies participated in the training. Eric Ni and
Chengxuan Zhao from Evonik, Michael Ding, Chen
Zhong from Wacker, Xiaoyang Ding from Solenis,
and Yolanda Yu from DSM volunteered to interpret
the training for all the trainees with a high quality.
